ABOUT THE AEI FILM FESTIVAL

The Cyprus International Archaeological, Ethnographic and Historical Documentary
Festival is organized annually by the non-profit cultural organization A.E.I.
AUDIOVISUAL FORUM. It was held for the first time in 2018. Institutional sponsors
of the Festival are the Department of Contemporary Culture, Deputy Ministry of
Culture, Cyprus through the CULTURE and CYPRIA funding schemes.

Every year, within the framework of the Cyprus International Archaeological,
Ethnographic and Historical Documentary Festival, notable Cypriot and international
documentaries are screened that fall under the Organization’s theme and aim

to spread the historical and cultural wealth of each participating country and to
establish relations and collaborations with the Festival and other cultural agents
within and outside the Cypriot borders, sharing alike vision and philosophy.

Regarding the recognition and promotion of the Festival on a global stage,
important steps have been made. It is worth mentioning that in recent years AEI
Film Festival gained international recognition. It continues to receive the EFFE
Label quality certificate for highlighting the history and culture of Cyprus through
innovative actions aimed for Cypriots and foreigners. Alongside the screening of
the documentaries, other cultural activities such as tributes, discussions, photo
exhibitions and experiential workshops for children regarding topics related to
history, ethnography, archaeology and culture are also organized.

Our goal is to encourage contemporary creativity, build communication bridges
and establish partnerships with those interested in topics that fall into the
categories of history, archaeology, ethnography and culture. All the above actions
are aimed at consolidating Cyprus as a focal country of culture inside and outside
the European Union.

The AEI Festival honours a Cypriot director every year for his overall contribution in
recording the history and culture of Cyprus through the cinematographic lens. This
year, the honoured director is Adonis Christophorou.

Adonis Christoforou was born in Nicosia and graduated from the Pancyprian High
School. He studied cinema in London where, after his studies, he worked for a
few years. He repatriated in 1968 and joined RIK Television where he worked

as an editor, cinematographer, producer/director, head of the Film Archive and
purchasing foreign programming for broadcast on the two RIK television channels.
For three decades he had sole responsibility for securing films for the two RIK
television channels.

Documentation and creation: animation as documentary

The presentation explores the peculiarities of animation as a medium for
documentary films. As a cinematic medium that relies on the creation of images
(rather than their recording, as is the case with live-action cinema), animation
seems, at first glance, diametrically opposed to the concept of documentary, which
is typically perceived as the cinematic genre that aims to present a documented
portrayal of a reality as objective as possible. Through a series of examples from the
history of cinema, the presentation explains how the animated documentary raises
critical questions about the reliability of the recorded cinematic image and highlights
the tension between creation and documentation, narrative and reality, which form
the foundations of the documentary as a cinematic genre.
